Cool Cars to Color

Lesson at a glance:

Students will become familiar with four popular vintage cars (1960 Corvette, 1965
Mustang, 1966 Beetle, 1908 Model T) as they color and compare designs. Older
students will research at least one car to discover how it has changed over time.

Skills:
Exploring History, Observing, Comparing, Coloring, Reading, Writing

Grades:
K-5

Materials:

One copy per student:
1960 Chevrolet Corvette coloring sheet
1965 Ford Mustang coloring sheet
1966 Volkswagen Beetle coloring sheet
1908 Ford Model T coloring sheet

Activity:

1. Have students color each of the vintage cars.

2. For younger students, ask students to notice differences and similarities
between each car as a class.

3. For older students, have them choose two of the cars to compare and
contrast. Have them write several sentences describing how one car is
different or similar to the other.

4. Have older students write a research report on at least one of the four cars
using books or websites with historical information.

Extensions:
1. Have students complete the “Family Cars” activity to help them
understand how cars have changed during recent generations.
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
